Our second stop on our voyage is a project we are calling ‘Extreme LifeFORCE' Our students will come from Canada, but train at our international
boot-camp. They will eat, sleep, and live completely in that environment. Their missions will all be faith based. and they will be placed in
positions where they need to depend on God. Our hope is that as people participate in this program, we could propel them to do missions with
people in unreached areas of the world: Taking the gospel to places it has never been!

Our last stop on this leg of our cruise will be doing mission trips with non-Christian young people. Alycia and | ran a very successful program like
this in England called ‘Project Gambia' The program here will evolve into something different, but the premise will be the same. True religion is
looking after the orphans and widows in their time of distress. This project will take young people that don’t know God and let them participate
in His heart, in true religion, and see how it changes their lives.
